Ownership fransfers are recorded
and members receive registration certfificates for all registered

progeny.

COMMERCIAL CATTLE BREEDERS

Become a Commercial member and enjoy the wide range of
services available. While unable to register cattle or enjoy a voting
right, Commercial members may record their herds in Simmental
IGS Evaluation.

TECHNICAL SERVICES

Genetic performance of animals throughout the breed is regularly
evaluated, providing members with invaluable information for their
selection and marketing programs.

e JUNIOR Membership is available for those up to 25 years of age. There is no

requirement to own cattle, but junior members may operate a
stud herd, if desired. Junior members do not have a voting right.

e COMMERCIAL Membership enables beef producers interested in the breed to
parficipate and receive the benetits and priviieges. Commercial

members do not have a voting right, but they are welcome to attend
all meetings and functions. Commercial members may not register

cattle, but may record their herds in Simmental IGS Evaluation.

« ASSOCIATE Membership allows members to remain aware of the progress of the
pbreed by recelving copies of all Simmental publications.

Associate members do not have a voting right.

STUD MEMBERSHIP

Stud members may operate a stud herd, enabling pedigree recording and marketing of registered cattle.
To join as a Stud Member, you may own one or more head of cattle registered in the Association’s herd books.

For stud membership, this name will represent the owner of the stud.
