To the Members.

LLADIES AND GENTLEMEN—

Your Council has pleasure in presenting the following re-
port of proceedings of the Scciety for the year 1917 :—

Permanent Buildings and Works.

The policy decided upon at the beginning of 1916 to refrain
from ‘undertaking any further section of the adopted improve-
ment scheme was maintained during 1917, and, with the excep-
tion of a few minor alterations to the scullery services and the
making of a couple of short lengths of road, no permanent works
were carried out, the total expenditure on improvements for the
year being only £1303 7s. 9d. The expenditure on the mainten-
ance of the Society’s property amounted to £791 1s. 10d. for the
year, this sum being spent chiefly in painting and asphalting.

Owing to the increasing popularity of the Society’s annual
exhibitions and the larger public patronage now being accorded
thereto, it has been found impossible to further defer certain
necessary improvements to the accommcdation at the grounds,
but 1t is not contemplated to carry out in the near future any
extensive section of the general scheme.

The old Government Building has for years been quite
inadequate for requirements, besides being a serious menace from
a fire point of view. In November it was resolved to erect a new
pavilion near the Railway Entrance, and the Society’s Architects.
were instructed to prepare the necessary drawings and specifica-
tions. Tenders for the erection of this building will be dealt
with early in the New Year. The old structure has already
been demolished, and is being removed from the grounds.
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The Exhibition.

The Annual Exhibition was held from 25th to 2g9th Septem-
ber, 1917, and, taken as a whole, it was certainly one of the
most successful yet held by the Society.

The weather was almost perfect from start to finish, being
in marked contrast to the conditions obtaining at the previous
Show. o

The attendances, which aggregated 162,098, showed the
highest daily average yet attained, no fewer than 68,464 people
passing through the gates and turnstiles on the public holiday.
In 1913, 184,037 people attended, but in that year the Show
was open for six days.

At the October meeting it was resolved to again revert to
the six days’ Show in the future, as practically the whole of the
exhibits are on the grounds during the full week even when the
Show is not opened till the Tuesday.

The gate money at the last Show, including £1074 10s. 10d.
from the C>frands’tands amounted to £7454 14s. 2d. compared with
£4630 10s. 9d. last year and £7312 158. 9d. received during the
six days’ Show in 1913.

It will be obsérved that there was a substantial increase in
the number of heavy horses exhibited, and particularly in the
Clydesdale Section the quality was also well maintained.

Light horses were alsc in greater numbers, and in the Saddle
and Harness Sections some beautiful animals were shown,
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{he Defence Department made a most interesting non-com--
petitive display of military horses. The stallions, gun teams and®
cavalry horses were all magnificent examples of the Govern-

ment’s requirements and attracted a very great amount of at-
tention.

Bethh Beef and Dairy Cattle were in about the same numbers

as usual, and a gratifying increase was noticeable in the section:
for FFat Cattle.

The Sheep Sections were all well filled, and the high general.
standard of quality that obtained proves the wisdom of the de-

termination to exclude from competition all sheep not registered
in the Flock Book.

A phenomenal entry was received in the Swine Section, and
it is satisfactory to record that, notwithstanding the marked in-
crease in numbers, the customary high standard of quality was
well maintained.

Poultry, pigeons and dogs were all in greater numbers than
formerly, the display in the first-named section being right in the-
forefront of the poultry exhibitions of the Commonwealth.

The competition in the Farm and Dairy Produce Sections
was keener than usual, and the facilities for the staging of these
exhibits were much better than formerly.

The whole of these competitive exhibits were transferred to
the new Agricultural Hall, and the change was entirely successful,

It 1s believed that by the introduction of a novice class in
the section for the Agricultural Societies’ Competition, greater
support will ultimately be accorded to this important class and a
more representative display of the primary products of the State
will be forthcoming at future Shows.

The entries in the other sections were much the same as
usual, the Women’s Industry Classes being, on the whole, better
filled than ever before.

The Machinery and Industrial exhibits again proved to be
he most interesting features of the Show, and great
' these exhibitors for the highly creditable displays
made under such adverse circumstances as are now obtaining.
The Industrial exhibitors suffered by reason of the transfer of
their stands from one building to the other, and your Council
is keeping in touch. with the principals of the firms concerned
with a view to mitigating as far as is possible the present disagd--
vantageous conditions.
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The Draught Horse Stud Book of Australia.

The work of revising the volumes of the Stud Book already
-published has proved much more difficult than was anticipated,
and consequently unavoidable delays have occurred. The bulk
of the matter is now in the printers’ hands, and it is hoped that
this large and valuable volume will soon be ready for distribu-
tion.

Entries are now being taken for Volume X, but as a develop-
ment has arisen which may lead to an amalgamation with the
Australian Clvdesdale Horse Society, it is improbable that the
publication of this volume will be proceeded with.

Your Council has pleasure in reporting that, as a result of
a conference leld in November last between representatives of
this Society and of the Australian Clydesdale llorse Society, it
was decided to amalgamate the Clydesdale Scction of the Draught
Horse Stud Book of Australia with the Clydesdale Society’s
Stud Bcok, and that the management of the future Clydesdale
Stud Books be in the hands of a IFederal Council elected by the
breeders.

The general principle of the amalgamation scheme has been
approved of by the two Societies concerned, but a few details still
have to be arranged.

It 1s again destred to place on reccrd the Society's apprecia-
tion of the valuable services rendered by Mr. Ewen T. Campbell,
of Kirk's Bazaar, in checking and extending pedigrees.

The Flock Book for British Breeds of Sheep in Australia.

In May last Volume IX. of the Flock Book was published,
and it contained the annual returns of 241 flocks previously re-
gistered, together with the histories and particulars of 5g flocks
passed and accepted for registration since the publication of
Volume VIII. In accordance with the previous custom, all flock
histories were revised and brought up to date in Volume IX. In
this volume, for the first time, the type standards of the different
breeds of sheep, as drawn up by the Flock Book Committee and
‘adopted by the Council of the Society, were published. The
Flock Book now comprises 180 Lincoln, 32 English Leicester, 5o
‘Border Leicester, 16 Southdown, 13 Romney Marsh, and 5
‘Shropshire Flocks, making a total of 296 as compared with 250 in
Volume VIII. In additicn to the particulars mentioned above,
‘the Flock Book contains the pedigrees of 1368 rams and 464
-ewes, which have been registered individually. Applications for
the registration of flocks in Volume X. are now being received,
and already over 30 new applications are in hand.
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The Shorthorn Herd Book of Australia.

The whcle of the matter for Volume I. of this Herd Book is.
now 1n the printers’ hands, and the work of publication is pro-
ceeding so satisfactorily that it is expected that breeders will
be able to secure copies of this valuable work early in the new
year.

An association of beef cattle breeders was formed in New
South Wales, one of the objects of which was to publish a
Stuorthorn Herd Book.

Representations were made to this newly constituted body
with a view to securing the recognition of the Herd Book pub-
lished under the auspices ¢f this Society. The result was entirely
satisfactory, and it has now been definitely decided to refrain
from publishing a second stud book in the Parent State, and to
render every support to the Book already established here in Vic-
toria.

The Ayrshire Cattle Herd Book of Australasia.

Contrary to its usual custom, the Ayrshire Cattle Herd Book
Society of Australasia did not publish a volume of the Herd
Book during the year, owing to the desire to give Tasmanian
and New South Wales breeders a longer period in which tc trace
the pedigrees of their cattle and arrange for the inspecticn of
short pedigreed females, which they desire to have included in
Volume X. The extension of time has enabled many breeders
to trace the pedigrees of some of their animals, and thus make
them eligible for registration. Members have recently been noti-
fied that the wcrk of publication of Volume X. of the Ayrshire
Herd Book, which will contain approximately 2000 pedigrees,
will be taken in hand early in the new year.

The Austr_alasian Jersey Herd Society (Victorian Branch).

At a representative meeting of Victorian breeders of Jersey
cattle, held in the offices of the Royal Agricultural Society
of Victoria. on the 19th March, 1917, it was unanimcusly re-
solved to form a Victorian Branch of the Australasian Jersey Herd
Society. This action was taken in order that more enthusiasm
chould be thrown intc the Society’s Victorian affairs. The in-
vitation of the Royal Agricultural Society to make use of its
offices was gratefully accepted, and your Secretary was appointed
Honorary Secretary of the newly-icrmed Branch. The work of
enrolling members and of taking entries for Volume VI. of the
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Herd Book was at once taken in hand, with very satisfactory
results, about 60 members having been enrolled tc date, and ap-
proximately 300 entries received for the main Herd Book and
280 odd entries for the Calf Register. Entries are now being
received for Volume VII., and the Committee hopes for a large
increase in the number of members, which will make the Victorian
Branch a strong body to guard the interests of Jersey cattle in
Victoria.

The Chamber of Agriculture.

The Fifteenth Annual Convention of the Chamber of Agri-
culture was held at Bendigo on 3rd, 4th and sth July, 1917. It
was officially opened by His Excellency the Governcr, Sir Arthur
Lyulph Stanley, K.C.M.G., and was attended by Senator Russell,
representing the Federal Government, the IHon. the Minister
for Agriculture, and other leading politicians, as well as by the
largest and most representative gathering of rural producers
that has yet assembled in the State.

The subjects listed for consideration were keenly debated,
and the papers that were read were productive of valuable dis-
cussions.

The Constitution of the Chamber was amended in such a
manner that each of six districts throughout the State now elect
one member of the Executive Committee, and this Society has
also been honoured by having its President appointed ex officio
a member of the Executive Committee. Your Council expressed
its keen appreciation of the compliment thus extended to the
Society. A hearty vote of thanks was accorded to His Worship
the Mayor of Bendigo and to the President, Secretary and mem-
bers of the Committee of the Bendigo Agricultural, Pastoral
and Horticultural Society for the courtesies extended to the re-
presentatives of this Society during their stay in Bendigo.

Horse Paradé and Sale.

The Annual Horse Parade and Sale, held at the Shew
Grounds on Tuesday and Wednesday, the 25th and 26th July,
1917, was one of the most successful yet conducted under the
auspices of the Society.

This year, for the first time, the sale of Draught Horses was
confined to one week, the Society’s being the only parade held in
Melbourne. That the arrangement was satisfactory to buyers,
sellers and agents is beyond question.
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Altogether 176 animals were entered for the parade, which:
was splendidly attended. There was a good enquiry for stallions.
and mares of quality, and some very satisfactory prices were ob-
tained. The sales were again conducted in the Horse Pavilion,.
and arrangements were made fcr meals in the Royal Luncheon:
Hall. Refreshments were again obtainable in the Pavilion, and.
fodder was sold on the Grounds at Melbourne rates, as in pre-.
vious years.

Membership.

The membership of the Society shows a gratifying increase-
on last year’s figures, the gain being 274. A pleasing feature:
has been the large increase in the mnumber of Life Members.
One new Life Governcr and 23 Life Members were enrolled
during the year. This increase easily constitutes a record for:
the Society. The Membership Roll now stands at 2373.

Show Holiday.

In the last annual report it was recorded that the State:
Government had decided to refrain from granting authority for:
the holding of race meetings within the suburban area on the-
public holiday, which has been specially granted for the Society’s
Annual Show. '

It 15 with extreme regret that it has to be reported that,.
in face of a definite written assurance by the then Chief Secre--
tarv that the Society’s request would be granted, that member of
the State Ninistry permitted a race meeting to be held on the-
Richmond racecourse on the Show Day Public Holiday.

It is hoped that arrangements will be made before the 1918
Show which will secure to the Society the reservation of this
holiday for the purposes for which it was granted.

Jumble Sale.

The final returns for the Jumble Sale held at the 1916~
Show i aid of the ruined agriculturists of Allied Countries were:
nct available at last annual meeting.

This fund was definitely closed during the year, and it is
pleasing to record that a sum of £2273 3s. 11d. has been re--
mitted to the Ilonorary Treasurer in London.

Veterinary Inspection of Mares.

At the 1916 Show the veterinary inspection of mares was in--
sisted upon for the first time, and no mare was permitted tc com--
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“pete for a prize unless she was certied to as being free from
hereditary unsounduness. Tiwenty-six per cent. of the mares
failed to secure certificates on that occasion.  This vear the per-
centage of rejectionis was reduced te twenty, and the opinion 1is
.strongl}/ held that this satisfactory rate of reduction will be
maintained for several years. ‘

Many breeders are still antagounistic to the principle of veter-
inary examination, and in order to minimise the risk of rejection
in the show ring, and to aveid the expense of bringing unsound
~anmimals to Melbourne. arrangements have been made so that at
Ccuntry Stallion Parades Government veterinary officers will be
empowered to examine for certificates all mares mtended for ex-
‘hibition at future Royal Shows.

New Oifices.

For some time past the office accomniodation at the Equit-
-able Building was found to have become both unsuitable and
inadequate for the growing requirements of the Society. New
-offices were therefore sought.

The Society was fortunate in being able to secure a satis-
factory suite on the second floor of Collins House. These rooms
‘have been suitably furnished, and should meet the Scciety’s re-
-quirements for a considerable period.

Wool Storage.

Owing to the dearth of shipping and delays in the appraise-
-ments of this season’s wool clip, the leading wool broking firms
‘have experienced some difficulty in securing adequate storage ac-
-commodation. Yocur Council is pleased to report that arrange-
‘ments have been made for the placing of many of the buildings
at the Show Grounds at the disposal of the wool firms, and a
very satisfactory addition to the Society’s revenue will be made
by reason of the rents received from this unexpected source.

The Council.

As the nominations for election at the annual meeting were
‘not in excess of the number of vacancies on the Council there
“was no poll, and the whole of the members whose seats had be-
-come vacant by effluxion of time were declared re-elected.
In June last Mr. C. W. Campbell tendered his resignation
as a member of Council, and Mr. R. O. Blackwood was elected in
“his place. Mr. H. A. Currie is still on active service, and though
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he o~ been wounded on more than one occasion, your Council
18 pleased to report that he has again almost completely recovered.
Mr. A, L. T. Payne is still in London on duty in connection
with the administration of the Red Cross Fund. The necessary
leave of absence was granted to these gentlemen to enable them
to retain their seats on the Council. |

Owing to continued ill health, Mr. Job Smith, the “Father
cf the Council” and one of the Trustees of the Society, has been
inable to attend the monthly meetings of Council for the last
five months,

Notwithstanding Mr. Smith’s advanced age—he being in
his ninetietn year—it is pleasing to record that his health has so
far improved that he is now able to leave his room again, and
it 1s earnestly hoped that his return to health and strength will be
bheth speedy and complete.

The Journal.

“The Australian Farm and Home,” with which is incorpor-
ated the Society’s official journal, still gives accurate reports of
the proceedings of the monthly meetings of Council. It contains,

in ad<ition, a number of interesting articles on matters of keen
interest to the Agricultural Section of the community.

Acknowledgments.

Your Council desires to extend to: His Excellency the
Governor-General and Lady Helen Munro Ferguson the Society's
warniest appreciation of the interest they displayed in the
Society’s Annual Exhibition, and to His Excellency for award-
ing a very handsome cup for competition in the Thoroughbred
Section of the recent Show. They desire to thank His Excellency
the Governor for officially opening the Show, and for the warm
interest that ke takes in every department of the Society’s opera-
tions. The Society’s warmest thanks are due to the Government
of Victoria for continuing the grant of the annual subsidy, and
for awarding a number of special prizes for competition at the
recent Show. They desire to acknowledge their appreciation
of the liberal support accorded to the Society by the donors tc
the Prize Fund. To the judges and stewards they again tender
their most cordial thanks for the highly satisfactory manuei in
which they carried out their onerous duties at the recent Show.
Tt is also desired to thank the Press for the manner in which
the Society’s operations were kept prominently before the public,
and to all others who assisted in furthering the interests of the

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Finance.

On reference to the Financial Statement, it will be seen
that the revenue for the year was 418,650 12s. 5d., as against
£29.722 0s. 6d. last year. In the latter amount a sum of
£6,800 compensation from the Defence Department, and an
advance of £8,707 8s. 1d. as portion of the Government Loan
were included, hence the actual revenue for 1916 was only
£14,214 12s. 5d. or 44,436 less than<n 1917.

The expenditure (including 44,472 1s. 6d. in cash prizes,
and £1,303 7s. 9d. for buildings and improvements) amounted
to £16,663 13s. 2d., the bank overdraft being reduced from
422,278 17s. 11d. to 420,291 18s. 8d., whilst the Society’s in-
debtedness to the Government, inclusive of interest, has de-
creased during the year from 422,673 18s. 3d. to 422,618 14s.
3d. -

Taking the expenditure in permanent improvements as an
asset, the working expenses show a profit on the year’s transac-
tions of 43,290 7s. as against last year’s profit of £756 7s. 3d.

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RULES.

I. The Society shall be called The Royal Agricultural
Society of Victoria.

2. The objects of the Society shall be to promote the develop-
ment of the Agricultural, Pastoral, Horticultural, Viticultural, Stock
Raising and Industrial Resources of the State—

(1.) By holding Exhibitions at such places and times as the
Council shall appoint; and by offering and awarding prizes
and premiums at all such Exhibitions, if deemed desirable.

(2.) By holding meetings for the purpose of popularising rural
life and disseminating knowledge of improved methods
and new ideas in relation thereto.

(3.) By corresponding with Agricultural and other kindred
societies, and collecting information for the furtherance of
the objects of the Society.

(4.) By promoting the discovery, investigation, and introduction
of improved kinds of agricultural implements and ma-
chinery, the better equipment and construction of farm
buildings, the application of chemistry to the general pur-
poses of agriculture, the destruction of insects injurious
to vegetable life, and the eradication or utilization of
weeds. .

(5.) By promoting the discovery, investigation, and introduction
of new varieties of cereals, vegetables, or grasses suitable
to the climate, and capable of being cultivated with profit;
and also the introduction of desirable kinds and varieties
of live stock.

(6.) By collecting and distributing information on all subjects
concerned with the objects of the Society, including the
preparation and publication of Flock Books, Herd Books,
Stud Books, Pamphlets, Essays, and Papers, and by the
establishment and maintenance of a Library and Reading
Room for the use of Members. -

{7.) By investigating the nature of diseases in animals or
plants and taking measures to encourage the prevention
or eradication of such diseases.

(8.) By remunerating any person for original research work
leading to the advancement of the objects of the Society.

(9.) To do all such other lawful things as are incidental or con-
ducive to the attainment of the above objects.

3. The Society shall consist of a President, three Vice-Presi-
dents, four Trustees (three of whom shall be appointed as
hereinafter provided, and one shall be appointed by the
State Governor), Governors, Members, Honorary Members,
Honorary Scientific Members (not exceeding six in number), and
Corresponding Members. The term “Member” shall (unless the

context otherwise requires) be deemed to include a Life Member,
Life Governor, and Governor.

4. Subject to the provisions of Rule 27, every applicant for
admission into the Society, by giving his name and address, with his
subscription, to the Secretary, shall be duly constituted a Member
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of the same, and shall have all the rights of membership tiil the
day after the Annual Meeting next ensuing. Provided that whens:
any subscription shall be paid in the name of any firm or company
such hirm or company shall nominate in writing one of the members:
thereof, who shall on the receipt by the Secretary of such nomina-
tion, be entitled to and exercise the rights and privileges of mem-
bership, and be bound by the Rules, By-Laws, and Regulations ofr
the Society, and may be elected to any office.

5. Governors shall pay a subscription of three pounds, and Mem-
bers one pound annually in advance, with power to compound for
life by the payment in one sum of ten annual subscriptions.

- 6. The Society shall be managed by a Council consisting of
thirty-three Members (elected from amongst the Members of the-
Society as hereinafter provided), and the Trustees, who shall be-

ex officio Members of the Council.

7. One-third of the Council (the Trustees excepted) shall retire:
annually in rotation, but shall be eligible for re-election.

8. Land acquired, or to be acquired, for the Society shall be
held by and be vested in the Trustees for the time being of the
Society for and on behalf of the Society. The Trustees appointed
as provided by these rules shall hold office until disqualifed, or-
until they are removed in due course at the Annual or at a Special
General Meeting of the Society. Any new Trustee or Trustees.
shall be appointed at the Annual or at a Special General Meeting
of the Society, or in accordance with Rule 14. The Trustees
shall-deal with the lands of the Society as directed by resolution
of the Council of the Society (of which an entry in the Minute
Book shall be conclusive evidence), and they shall be indemnified
against risk and expense out of the Society’s property. If the
office of Trustee, appointed by the State Governor, shall become-
vacant by reason of death, resignation, or otherwise, a new Trustee
shall be appointed by the State Governor.

9. The Council shall, at their first meeting after the annual elec-
tion in each year, elect out of their own nuinber (which includes-
the Trustees), a President and three Vice-Presidents.

10. The Council shall have the entire management of the in-
come and funds of the Society, and all other affairs thereof, and
for these purposes the Members of the Society for the time being-
shall be deemed to have constituted the Council of the Society for-
the time being their agents.

11. The Council shall have power to appoint and remove all’
paid officers of the Society.

12. The Council shail have power to elect Honorary, Honorary
Scientific, and Corresponding Members; nominations therefor hav-
ing been submitted at a previous meeting, and a notice of such
nominations having been sent to each Member of the Council. The-
Honorary Scientific Members shall retire annually, and shall be-
eligible for re-election.

13. Governors and Honorary Scientific Members may attend:
meetings of the Council and take part in discussions thereat, but-
shall not have power to vote.

14. The Council mav, except as to the Trustee appointed by-
the State Governor, fill up any vacancies in its own body created
bv death, resignation, or occurring in any other way amongst its-
office-bearers.
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15. The Council shall have power to make or amend such regu-
lations as they think necessary.

16. The Council shall be regulated in its proceedings by such
By-laws as shall from time to time be enacted by it, conformably
with the Constitution and objects of the Society; but no By-law
shall in any case be altered, or new one proposed, unless notice of
such intention has been given at a previous meeting and sent te
each member of the Council.

- 17. The hnancial year of the Society shall end on the 3ist day
of December of each year, to which day the accounts of the Society
shall be balanced. At the monthly meeting of the Council, to be
held in January in each year, the Couneil shall prepare a list of Mem-
bers nominated by them to fill the vacancies in the Council. Nom-
inations (other than those made by the Council) of Members who
may be candidates for such vacancies must be in the hands of the
Secretary prior to such meeting. IEvery nomination other than those
made by the Council shall be signed by at least two Members other
than the candidate, and shall have endorsed thereon the consent of
such candidate duly signed by him. '

18. The Annual General Meeting shall be held on the first
Thursday 1 February, at which meeting the Annual Report and
Balance Sheet shall be submitted, Members elected to fill the vacan-
cies in the Council, two paid Auditors appointed, and any other
business transacted of which due notice in writing shall have been
given before the hour of two o’clock in the afternoon of the second
Tuesday in January immediately preceding.

15. FFourteen days at least before the Annual General Meeting
the President or his Deputy shall send to all Members of the Society
a ballot-paper, numbered, and initialled by the President or his
Deputy, or the Secretary, with the names of all the candidates who
have been duly nominated, and each Member desiring to vote shall
erase therefrom all names he thinks fit. Provided that any ballot-
paper containing more or less than the required number of names
shall be rejected by the President (who shall be Returning Offic>r)
or his Deputy at the election. Every such ballot-paper shall be
returned before the closing of the poll, which shall be at three
o'clock p.m. on the day of the election, and the said ballot-papers
shall be opened and counted when the Returning Officer is making
up the poll. ‘

20. Fourteen days at least before the Annual Meeting a copy of
the Report and audited Balance Sheet for the preceding financial
year shall be forwarded to every Member of the Society.

21. The Secretary shall report to the meeting of the Council next
after the Annual Meeting the Members elected to fill the vacancies
in the Council. ‘

22. A Special General Meeting of the Society may be called at
any time by the Secretary, on direction of the President or on the
requisition of twenty Members of the Society, of which meeting there
must be given ten clear days’ notice stating the business to be
transacted, but no business shall be transacted at any such meeting
other than that for which it has been called.

23. A Special Meeting of the Council may be summoned by
direction of the President, or of three members of the Council, but
no business then transacted shall be valid unless confirmed by special
rtesolution at the subsequent Ordinary Meeting.
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24. At the Annual Meeting twenty Members, n.cluding Members
of Council, or at a Special General Meeting, ten Members, exclusive
of Members of Council, shall form a quorum.

25. The privileges of Membership shall consist of power to vote
at the election of Members of Council appointed by the Society,
of free admission to the Library, Reading-room, and Lectures, and,
with two ladies, to the Society’s Exhibitions, grounds, and grand-
stands (subject to such regulations as the Council may make) on
production of the member’s ticket for the current year.” And while
the Society issues a monthly Journal a copy shall be posted free to
every Member.

26. Any Member neglecting or refusing to comply with these
Rules, or any or either of them, or any lawful directions or require-
ments by the Council made in pursuance or under the authority
thereof, or being guilty either before or after becoming a Member
of the Sodiety of conduct calculated to bring the Society into dis-
credit in connection with its General Meetings, its Meetings of
Council, its Exhibitions, or other objects, shall be liable to be sum-
moned before the Council, and, if found guilty, shall be subject to
reprimand or to have his name expunged from the roll of Members,
and may also be disqualified from exhibiting and may be disallowed
from again becoming a Member during the pleasure of the Council.
A Member expelled under this Rule shall forfeit all right in and
claim upon the Society and its property.

27. Any person being expelled from Membership or disqualified
frem exhibiting, riding, or competing by any kindred society shall
not be allowed to become a Member or to exhibit, ride, or com-
pete at this Society’s Exhibitions until such expulsion be rescinded
or such disqualification be removed, provided such expulsiornt or dis-
qualification be confirmed by the Council of this Society.

28. The Council shall be the sole authority for the interpretation
of these Rules, and of the By-laws and Regulations made there-
under; and the decision of the Council upon any question of inter-
pretation or upon any matter affecting the Society or the adminis-
tration of its affairs, whether provided for by these Rules or by
the By-laws and Regulations made thereunder or otherwise, shall
be final and binding on the Members.

29. Every Member shall communicate from time to time to the
Secretary his address; and all notices required by these Rules to be
sent or given to Members shall be deemed to have been duly sent or
given 1f posted or sent.to such address.

30. Every person becoming a Member of the Society thereby
undertakes, i1f at any time required to do so by the Council, to give
evidence by statutory declaration or otherwise of any facts within
his knowledge or information relating to the subject matter of any
inquiry by the Council.

31. Every person becoming a Member of the Society shall
thereby undertake to indemnify and shall with every other Member
thereof be bound to indemnify the Council, and the individual Mem-
bers thereof, any Committee of the Council and any Members of
any such Committee, against any action or damages in respect of
anything done or purported to have been done in accordance with
these Rules, or the By-laws or Regulations made thereunder, dur-
ing the continuance of his Membership.

32. These Rules shall not be altered except by a majority of
the Members present at the Annual or at a Special General Meeting.

GENERAL MEETINGS.

Notice of the Annual and Special General Meetings of the
Souety shall be given in such newspapers as the Council may decide,
and by circular through post to every Member; and all matters,
except the election of the Members of Council at "the Annual Mcet-
iag, shall be determined by a show of hands, unless a division is
called for by at least three members present. At every Annual
General Meeting the minutes of the last Annual Meeting shall be
read and confirmed; a report, together with a financial “statement
from the Council, shall be submitted, and any Member present may
propose any questlon to the Council respecting the matters contained
in such report, and comment thereon, or may refer to such other
matters relating to the government of the Society and the manage-
ment of its affairs as to him may seem proper, provided that his
remarks have reference to some motion of which notice has been
previously given in accordance with Rule 18.

2. The President or his Deputy shall conduct the election at the
Annual General Meeting, at which meeting two or more scrutineers
shall be chosen by the President or his Deputy to assist in making
up the state of the poll.

THE PRESIDENT.

3. The President shall, in all official relations of the Society,
take precedence of all other Members, and shall take the chair when
present, having (as well as any other Chairman of the Council) the
privilege of a casting vote in addition to his own m all cases of
equality in a division on any question. He shall sign all such letters,
votes of thanks, and other documents as the Council may decide.

THE COUNCIL.

4. The Council shall hold a meeting at least every month, on
such a day and at such an hour as the Council may decide, for the
transaction of the business of the Society, and may adjourn from
time to time at its discretion.

5. At the monthly meetings the Council shall have full power to
originate, discuss, and decide by a majority of votes on a show of
hands, all questions not involving an unusual outlay of money
brought before it; provided that if any three Members present
regard any proposition brought forward as too important for imme-
diate decision they may object and demand the usual month’s notice,
whereupon all discussion on the question shall cease.

6. No motion, the effect of which, if carried, would be to
rescind any motion previously passed by the Council during the same
vear, shall be entertained unless one month’s notice be given to the
Council.

-
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7. The ruling of the Chairman shall be final in all matters of
-order and practice.

8. If within half an hour after the time at which any meeting
of the Council is called a quorum of Members be not present, the
Members present, or the majority of them, or any one Member if
one only be present, or the Secretary, if no Member be present, may
adjourn such meeting to any time not longer than fourteen days
from the date of such adjournment, providing that no meet‘ng shall
be held on a public holiday, and should an Ordinary Meeting fall
on a holiday the Secretary shall be empowered to postpone the date
of such meeting and call it not later than ten days after the date on
which it otherwise would have been held.

9. Minutes of the proceedings of every meeting of the Council
orofany Committee shall be taken during their progress by the Secre-
tary, or, in case of his absence, by some person present whom the
‘Chairman may appoint for the occasion. The minutes shall atter-
wards be fairly copied into a minute book kept for that purpose.

10. The Council shall, from time to time, draw up such By-laws
as may appear to them expedient for conducting the proceedings of
their own meetings, which shall be binding on the Members of the
Council, and all such By-laws shall be binding on all and every
the Members, Honorarv, Honorary Scientific, and Corresponding
Members, officers, and servanrts of the Society, as well as on all
-exhibitors or their assistants at the Society’s Exhibitions.

11. The Council may appoint Committees to examine - into or
take action on any special matter relating to the objects or business
of the Society, and may dissolve such Committees when they shall
think proper. :

12. The Council shall appoint a banker or bankers to ithe Society,
to whom all sums of money received by the Secretary or other
persons for the use of the Society, shall be paid.

13. No money shall be drawn from the Society’s banking account
but by order of the Council, after a report from the Finance Com-
mittee, and by cheques signed by two Members of such Committee,
and countersigned by the Secretary. Entries shall be made of all

such payments.

14. If any Member of Council, with the exception of the
Trustees, shall be absent from three consecutive monthly meetings
of the Council without leave having been obtained, his seat shall be

declared vacant.

15. The Secretary shall notify to the Council any vacancy which
may have occurred in the list of President, Vice-Presidents, Trustees,
or other members of the Council, at the meeting of the Council at
which or next after such vacancy occurred, and such vacancy shall
not be filled up until the monthly meeting of the Council which shall
take place next after such notice, provided that if any such vacancy
occur after the ordinary monthly Council meeting in November such
vacancy shall not be filled except at the next Annual Meeting.

16. In the absence of the President, the chair shall be taken by
the senior Vice-President then present; and should none of these
officers be present, then by such Member as the Council shall choose
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as their Chairman by a majority of votes. (The senior Vice-Presi-
dent shall be deemed to mean the Vice-President who has been a:
member of Council for the greatest number of yecars in the aggre-

gate.)

17. The quorum of a monthly or special meeting of Council shall’
be five.

18. At every monthly meeting of Council the order of business-
shall be as follows:—

Reading and confirming minutes of previous meeting.
Business arising from minutes.

Election of officers, and nominations for vacancies.
Committee’s Reports.

Motions.

Correspondence.

Postponed business.

General business.

Notices of motions.

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19. All minutes and reports read to and adopted by the Council,.
shall be signed by the Chairman.

20. The report from the Council to the Annual Meeting in.
February shall be prepared at the Council meeting first in January or
at some adjournment thereof.

COMMITTEES.

21. The Council shall elect such standing Committees at the
monthly Council meeting in February as they think fit, and such
Committees shall remain in office until the Annual General Meeting
in the ensuing year, two members of Committee to form a quorum.

22. The President shall be ex officio a member of all committees.

23. Each Committee, at its first meeting, shall elect its own
Chairman for the year, and in his absence a Chairman shall be
elected by the Committee for the occasion.

24. All Committees shall make or adopt rules for the conduct of
their business, and shall make a report of their proceedings to the
Council, and shall hold office until they have made their respective-
reports; but in case such reports shall not have been made previous
to the first Thursday in February next after their appointment, their
powers shall then cease, providing that standing Committees shall
retain office till their successors are appointed.

THE SECRETARY.

25. The Secretary shall be immediately responsible to the Council
for the discharge of his various duties. He shall attend the sittings
of all meetings of the Council, and of Committees, and shall keep-
all the Society’s books. He shall also conduct the correspondence of
the Society, and keep copies of all letters on the business of the-
Society.

26. Under the direction of the Finance Committee, he shall be-
responsible for all moneys received, paying such sums into the:
Society’s bank, and producing at each meeting of the IFinance Com-
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mittee receipts for the same; and, excepting the amounts allowed him
for petty cash, he shall not retain in his hands any money belonging
to the Society, but shall pay it over forthwith to the Society’s bank.
He shall have the charge of the expenditure for petty cash.

27. He shall have the custody of all books and property of the
Society. All books, pamphlets, &c., becoming the property of the
Society shall be stamped with the Society’s stamp at once.

28. He shall have the immediate superintendence over the clerks
and servants of the Society, and shall be required to report to the
Council any instances of misconduct on their part which he may
think of such a nature as to require the consideration of the Council.

29. He shall find, if required, approved security to the amount of
£500, the premium to be paid by the Society.

30. The Secretary shall not exercise any of the privileges of a
Member of the Society.

FINANCE.

31. The Finance Committee shall have the immediate care of the
Society’s funds, and shall meet before the ordinary Council meeting
in each month, in order to prepare a report for the Council on the
state of the Society’s funds, which they shall present to each monthly
meeting, as well as a statement of the payments recommended to be
made, together with all the books in which entries of cash receipts
or payments are made, and such documents as the business of the
day may require. Should a report from the Finance Committee not
have been presented at the meeting of the Council, the Secretary
shall report the state of the funds to the Council, in which case the
Council shall vote the moneys required without such report.

32. The Chairman of the Finance Committee shall be the
Honorary Treasurer of the Society.

33. All receipts for money received on behalf of the Society shall
be out of a book with counterpart.

34. All moneys received and paid shall be entered daily in a
general cash book.

35. The accounts of the Society shall be audited as may be re-
quired by the Council by two professional accountants to whom a
balance-sheet shall be submitted by the Secretary immediately after
the close of the financial year, and such, when audited, shall be

presented at the Annual Meeting.
