 t is my pleasure to have the 

privilege to present the Annual 
Report and Financial Statement 

for the year ended March 31 

1994. 

I am pleased to be able to advise you 
of a great improvement in our 

financial result for the year 1993/94 

compared with the previous year. We 
have recorded a trading profit for the 

12 months of $123,772, compared 

with the 1992/93 figure of a $626,119 

loss. The net final figure of $229,637, 
after allowing for abnormal items, 

compares very well with the 1992/93 

$755,103 loss. 

This result has been achieved despite 
a week of very unfavourable weather 

during the Show and continuing and 

growing competition for the Victorian 

population's spending dollar. 

The Royal Melbourne Show remains 

Victoria's largest event people pay to 

attend, and our recently 

commissioned economic impact 
survey indicates the Show contributes 

more than $100,000,000 annually to 

the Victorian economy. 

As always, it provides a venue for 

education, for fun, for competition, 

and for some, the excitement of 

achieving the pinnacle of excellence 

in a wide range of fields, particularly 

agricultural related events. 

The loss of the traditional Show Day 
public holiday, by Government 

decree, is a great disappointment to 

the Society and adds to the challenge 

facing us in the future. However, on 

the more positive side we believe the 
inclusion of the Showgrounds within 

the boundaries of the City of 
Melbourne, should prove to be 

advantageous to the Society. 

The 1994 Show will run for one extra 

day with the second Sunday added, 

and will feature significant changes. 

In particular, there will be a decrease 
in emphasis on commercialism and 

an increase in educational concepts.

Chief Executive's Report 
The year ended March 31 1994 has been a year of review. 

1 
 n late 1993 a consultant was 
commissioned to carry out an 
extensive investigation into the 
reasons for falling attendances 
at recent Royal Melbourne 
Shows. Following interviews 

with more than 700 people 
throughout Victoria, including 
suppliers, sponsors, ride operators, 
showbag marketers and members of 
the general public, the consultant 
tabled an extensive report with a 
number of solid recommendations. 

These include: 
• that, because of the perception the 

Show has become too commercial, 
greater emphasis must be placed 
on the agricultural and educational 
content of the Show; 

• there is a need to make the public 
more aware of the free activities at 
the Show which give patrons great 
value for money; 

• there is a need to alter the public 
perception that 'nothing changes 
from year to year'; 

• that the public he made aware of 
the main events and activities 
earlier. 

The more urgent recommendations 
will be implemented for the 1994 
Royal Show while others will be 
implemented over the next two years. 

In March, Mr David Crawford of 
KPMG Peat Marwick was 

commissioned to report on the 
operational efficiency of the Society as 
well as the appropriateness of the 
organisation's structure. This report 
will be completed soon. 

Following the changes to local 
government boundaries, in December 
1994 the Showgrounds ceased to be a 
part of the City of Essendon and came 
under the authority of the Melbourne 
City Council. At about the same time 
the Victorian Minister for Planning 
authorised amendments to the Town 
Planning Scheme regarding the 
Showgrounds. These amendments 
will permit a greater 'right of use' of

the Showgrounds and allow the 
Society to utilise them more 
effectively out of Show. During 
1993/94 discussions have taken place 
with several state government 
ministers, seeking their assistance in 
making the Society a more effective 
organisation in the agricultural 
network. These discussions have 
been beneficial and are continuing. 

1993 St.George Bank Royal 
Melbourne Show 

At its meeting on June 22 1993, the 
Council approved the granting of 
naming rights to the Royal Melbourne 
Show, to St.George Bank Limited. 
This was the first time in the history 
of the Society that naming rights to 
the Show have been granted. 

The 135th Royal Melbourne Show was 
officially opened by His Excellency, 
The Honourable Richard E McGarvie, 
Governor of Victoria, at a ceremony 
on the Main Arena on Saturday 
September 18. 

622,461 people attended the 1993 
Show, in spite of cold, wet weather on 
most days. To emphasise that the 
Show is different every day, a theme 
was given to each day. Starting from 
Thursday September 16 the days were 
Seniors Day, School's Out, Carnivale, 
The Weekly Times/Kubota Farm 
Sunday, Craft & Hobbies Day, Life. Be 
In It Day, Victoria: Go For It!, Show 
Day, Ox Day, Streets Kids' Day. 

35,625 entries, 1264 more than in 
1992, were received in 28 competitive 
sections.

NOTES TO AND FORMING PART OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
FOR THE FINANCIAL PERIOD ENDED 31 MARCH ,1994 

1. Note on Auditor's Report 

Mr.J.A.Court (Chartered Accountant) and Mr.J.Pasias of Pannell Kerr Forster,the Auditors of The Royal Agricultural Society of 

Victoria Inc. and Pannell Kerr Forster the Auditors of R.A.S.V. Limited, have audited the financial statements of the respective enti-

ties for the period ended 31 March 1994 and those audit reports accompany the statutory financial statements of the respective 

entities. The Auditors advise that the respective financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Associations 

Incorporations Act of Victoria and applicable Accounting Standards and where appropriate the Corporations Law and comply 

with the rules of The Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria Inc. and R,A.S.V. Limited. 

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 

The principal accounting policies adopted by the economic entity comprising the chief entity,The Royal Agricultural Society of 

Victoria Inc.and its controlled entity, are stated in order to assist in a general understanding of the financial statements. These 

policies have been consistently applied except as otherwise indicated. 

(a) Basis of Accounting 

The financial statements have been prepared on the basis of historical costs and except where stated do not take into account 

current valuations of non-current assets. The carrying amounts of non-current assets do not exceed the net amounts that are 

expected to be recovered through the cash inflows and outflows arising from continued use and subsequent disposal. The 

expected net cash flows included in determining the recoverable amounts have not been discounted to their present values. 

(b) Consolidated Balance Sheet & Consolidated Revenue Account 

The Consolidated Balance Sheet as at the 31 March 1994 and the Consolidated Revenue Account for the period ended 31 March 

1994 are the consolidations of the financial accounts of The Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria Inc, and RASV Limited. These 

consolidated financial statements are prepared for the members of the Society to give them a better understanding of the finan-

cial affairs of the tvvo entities. 

(c) Depreciation and Amortisation of Property, Plant and Equipment 

Items of plant & equipment are depreciated over their estimated useful lives using the straight line method. Land, buildings and 

improvements have been revalued on the basis of estimated current market values. The balance of provision for depreciation 

existing at the time of revaluation have been credited to the asset accounts and the amounts restated to revalued amounts. Future 

depreciation charges will be based on the revalued amount. 

(d) Income Tax 

Any income derived by the Company is exempt from Income Tax under S 23(h) of the Income Tax Assessment Act. 

(e) Inventories 

Inventories have been valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value, and represent maintenance stock and consumable 

supplies. 

(f) Employee Entitlements 

The amount expected to be paid to employees for their pro-rata entitlements to long service and annual leave are accrued annu- 

ally at current wage rates. 

(g) Leased Assets 

A distinction is made between finance leases which effectively transfer from the lessor to the lessee substantially all the risks and 

benefits incidental to ownership of the leased property, without transferring the legal ownership, and operating leases under 

which the lessor effectively retains substantially all the risk and benefits. 

Where assets are acquired by means of finance leases, the present value of minimum lease payments is established as an asset 

at the beginning of the lease term and amortised on a straight line basis over the period of the lease. A corresponding liability is 

also established and each lease payment is allocated between such liability and interest expense. 

(h) Comparative Information 

Where appropriate, the comparative figures have been amended to enable a meaningful comparison to be made. Comparative 

figures in these financial statements represent trading figures for the fifteen month period to the 31 March 1993, and the balance 

sheet as at that date. 

(i) Non-Cash Sponsorship 

Non-Cash sponsorship is not recorded in the financial statements of the Society. 

(j) Revaluation of Property, Plant and Equipment 

Revaluation of Property, Plant and Equipment is performed in accordance with a policy of regular revaluation on the basis of exist- 

ing use. 

(k) Employer Superannuation Contributions 

Pursuant to an actuarial review of the RAS Superannuation Plan performed during 1993, company contributions to the Plan have 

been suspended for a period of one and a half years. The contribution suspension arose as a result of a surplus of funds within 

the Plan due to the earnings of the Plan and previous years funding levels. The suspension of contributions, which commenced in 

June 1993, has resulted in a reduction of the superannuation expense of $210,585 during the financial period.

However, four components of the 
Show are held at other times during 
the year. 

The Weekly Times Royal Summer 
Horse Show is conducted in the first 
week in January each year, and in 1994, 
its second year, was very successful. 

The Royal Melbourne Wine Show, 
arguably Australia's most prestigious, is 
judged in August each year. The Jimmy 
Watson Memorial Trophy from the 
Show is one of the most sought after 
awards in the wine industry. 

The Royal Melbourne Dairy Show has 
grown from the Dairy Produce Section 
of the Royal Melbourne Show into a 
major national competition in its own 
right, attracting entries from all over 
Australia. 

New, in 1993, was the Australian Beer 
and Brewing Awards, run in 
conjunction with Ballarat University 
College, attracting good entries in both 
the Australasian and International 
Sections. 

Commercial Farming 
Competitions 

A major part of the Society's work in 
promoting agriculture is the annual 
organisation of five commercial farming 
competitions. 

These competitions attract entries from 
all over Victoria and offer benefits for all 
farmers, not just the winners. 

The expert judges who assess the 
entries give constructive criticisms for 
individual entrants, and the field days 
on the properties of the winners offer 
another avenue of education, for the 
public as well as entrants. 

The winners receive the prizes 
generously offered by the sponsors 
and, importantly, gain increased 
prestige and credibility within their 
industry.
